Good evening family, fellow students,
friends, and teachers.

The first one
is about asking the Lord for help when we
need it. This is something we all need to
remember, especially when we are in times
of temptation such as in kindergarten when
another student wants those cardboard
bricks, the temptation is to yell “MINE”, but
the nice and charitable thing, the way the
Lord would want to you to proceed, is to
share.

This
sometimes includes things we enjoy doing,
but shouldn't, such as coming home late
instead of on time (even when you think
you shouldn't have to). Consciously
choosing good over evil helps us to find our
path to Heaven, which is the ultimate goal
in life. Remembering the recitations is a



great way to chase these kinds of evil
thoughts away.

The second quote is about making room for
the Lord in our lives first and then fitting all
the other things in afterwards, like video
games, TV, sports, and computer games.

"Seek first the kingdom of God" also
reminds us that we need to ask the Lord for
help first and then turn over all our worries,
about all the other things in our lives, to
Him. If we do that, then He will bless us and
give us peace and joy. For example if you
didn’t finish your homework then you might
be tempted to lie about why it's not done, or
that it is done but is at home.

These quotes tie into our school lives much
more than you would think. Living according
to them can be as simple as not retaliating
when someone is mean to you. Learning to
live by the Lord's example, loving your
neighbour as yourself, is one of the first and
most important things we need to learn
from the Lord.

As | look forward to next year,
| plan on using these keys in

high school where | will
persevere and hope to do
well. | will remember my

recitations and follow the Lord
knowing "all these things will
be added to you."
