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Cell Phone Contract Offer 
 

Before we knew we would be moving from 
Dawson Creek, Ginny and I signed a 3 year 
contract with TELUS for a 2-cell phone family 
plan. We have two years left on that contract 
and cannot break it without incurring a huge 
penalty. But the account CAN be transferred to 
a new owner at no charge. 
 

If you or anyone you know may be interested in 
doing this it would save us or the church $1,000 
and might also be a great deal for you. Our plan 
is no longer available but is transferable. It 
includes 2 Samsung flip phones with cameras, 
unlimited local calls between the two phones, 
300 minutes to other phones in Canada, free 
evenings and weekends, plus other optional 
upgrades, for about $60 a month plus fees and 
taxes. If you take over the account you can get 
new LOCAL numbers for both phones.
